Section Twenty-Nine of the Revised Administrative Code,” states that the
twelfth day of June is proclaimed as the Philippine Independence Day, and

all citizens of the Philippines are enjoined to observe such day with rites
befitting Independence Day.

Day and the 124t Independence Day, DepEd, through its External
Partnerships Service (EPS) and in cooperation with the National Historical
Commiission of the Philippines (NHCP), shall conduct the following virtual
symposia on:
