HIGALAAY Street Parade and Floats
(Civic-Military Parade)
HIGALAAY Street Parade and Floats is the city’s civic military parade for the fiesta celebration. This fiesta

highlight will be the parade of floats. This year's theme will feature anything reflective of Cagayan de
Oro’s culture, history and contemporary with a touch of gold.

FLOATS COMPETITION GUIDELINES

A. GENERAL APPEARANCE AND SET-UP
1. Heads/organizers/leads shall ensure that all participants are fully vaccinated.

2. Strict implementation of the mandatory requirements on the Minimum Public Health
Standards during the conduct of event.

3. Participation is open to all corporate-based establishments, institutions, government and non-
government organizations, barangays, civic clubs and others.

4. Floats must be decorated or adorned according to the theme concept. Live characters atop
the float must be dressed in costumes that conform to standards of decency. Failure to follow
would mean automatic removal and disqualification from parade participation.

5. Specific Measurements: Height of Float not more than 4 meters from ground level. Length

of Float at least 5 meters, but not more than 20 meters, Width of Float at least 3 meters, but
not more than 5 meters.

6. Size of corporate logo as part of the float should not exceed 2'x4’ and limited to exposure of
one (1) piece only.

7. Mobile exhibits and floats should have their own working fire extinguisher.

8. If using the Philippine Flag, it must be placed according to protocol.

9. All entries shall ensure that the structural integrity and safety of the float is sound. Proper
platforms, or safety harness, if necessary, must be provided for use of the participants/actors.

Safety of the audience must also be of primary importance.

B. PARADE PROPER

1. Other than the actors and the driver, four (4) logistic support staff properly identified with
color bands or uniforms shall be allowed to accompany the float.

2. The parade entries’ sequence shall follow the prescribed sequence of the HIGALAAY Street
Parade and Floats Committee.

3. All entries must assemble at the designated venue two hours before the flag off. Violation
would mean a 10-point deduction from the total score or a non-inclusion in the parade.

4. Members of participating entries shall not drink any alcoholic beverages before or during .the
parade, and they shall be circumspect in the use of drinks in public places, so as not to give
the impression of drinking alcoholic beverages.

5. Forward motion must be maintained throughout the parade. Any maneuvering, -
countermarching or other action delaying the forward progress of the parade is prohibited.

6. No display of any firearm (real or make-believe) of any type, or other items that may be
considered in poor taste are not permitted.

7. Contingents that shall have any animal component shall provide their own clean-up crew
that services the area as the parade progresses.

D. CRITERIA, JUDGING AND PRIZES

All competing entries must submit a sketch of their float sketch showing dimensions with
description on or before August 15, 2022. This requirement shall be attached to the
Registration Form to be submitted online by using this

2. Entry shall be treated with strict confidentiality by the organizers. No Sketch, No Description,
No Parade.
3. All entries must be approved by the HIGALAAY FESTIVAL Committee.
4. Deadline for registration shall not be later than August 15, 2022 at link provided.
5. Pre-judging shall be done two hours before the start of the competition at the assembly
area.
6. Judging stations shall be determined by the organizers.
7. The decision of the Board of Judges shall be final and may not be appealed.
8. Violation of any of these rules may result in the disqualification by the judges or barred from
the parade.
